3/4 (Turtle) Classroom 
Assistant (AM) 
9:30-12:30 - 3 hours 
In Person 
 

This volunteer is responsible for assisting in the Turtle classroom. 
This includes but is not limited to, assisting students in the 
bathroom, snack/lunch time, helping in any emergency 
situations, communicating between teacher and Leadership 
Team if necessary, cleaning up, and following the plan that the 
teacher has for the day.  
 

3/4 (Turtle) Classroom 
Assistant (PM) 
12:00-3:00 - 3 hours  
In Person 

This volunteer is responsible for assisting children in the Turtle 
classrooms. This person will follow and assist with the plan that 
the teacher has for the day. This includes but is not limited to, 
assisting students in the bathroom, helping in any emergency 
situations, communicating between teacher and Leadership 
Team if necessary, vacuuming and wiping down tables in the 
classroom at the end of day.  

AM Floater 
9:00-11:00 - 2 hours  
In Person 

This volunteer is responsible for attending to the needs of any 
CCAMP students or teachers classroom. This includes but is not 
limited to walking students to the bathroom, walking students in 
an orderly fashion from classrooms to the outdoor space for 
science, assisting students in the hallway, helping in any 
emergency situations, communicating between teacher and 
Leadership Team if necessary, and helping setting up cones and 
assisting with arrival. 
 

PM Floater 
12:00-3:00 - 3 hours  
In Person 

This volunteer is responsible for attending to the needs of any 
CCAMP students or teachers classroom. This includes but is not 
limited to cleaning up the lunchroom, walking students to the 
bathroom, walking students from classrooms to the outdoor 
space, assisting students in the hallway, helping in any 
emergency situations, communicating between teacher and 
Leadership Team if necessary. This position also includes end of 
day cleaning such as putting away cones, vacuuming and wiping 
down tables.  



 
 

 
Lunch Helper 
11:00-12:00- 1 hour -  
In Person  
*2 slots per day 

 
This volunteer is responsible for walking children to and from 
lunch in a quiet and orderly way. Assisting with bathroom, lunch 
rules and recess duty. (This is a good volunteer role to add on to 
a morning or afternoon floater slot. 2 Lunch Helpers needed per 
day.) 
 

Front Door Floater 
9:30-2:30 - 5 Hours   
In Person 

This volunteer is responsible for assisting students who come in 
for the bathroom/water, students who arrive late, walking science 
class to their next class, and helping any parent, teacher or 
student in the hallway. You are “on call” to any needs upstairs as 
well. This person assists students with arrival and dismissal such 
as helping the younger students at the end of the day fill their 
bags, put on their clothes and get out the door! 
 

Field Trip Coordinator 
4 hours 
Remote / In Person 
*2 positions available 

This volunteer will plan a Curiosity CAMP field trip on the week 
of October 27,  2025 or between January 5-26, 2026. The 
volunteer will choose a location, time, and communicate with any 
necessary contacts at chosen location, as well as CCAMP 
families leading up to the field trips.  
 

Community Service 
Coordinator 
4 hours  
Remote / In Person 
*3 positions available 

This volunteer will plan one community service event per 
semester. Responsibilities include choosing the community 
service activity, coordinating with necessary contacts, 
communicating all necessary details with date, time, and location 
to CCAMP families leading up to the event. Potential ideas but 
are not limited to: Phil’s Friends, Feed My Starving Children, 
South Park Cleanup, Exodus World Service, Operation Christmas 
Child, Christmas Caroling at a nursing home, etc.  
 

Coffee Hour Coordinator 
3 hours 
Remote / In Person 
*4 positions available 

This volunteer is responsible for coordinating one Coffee Hour 
each quarter for parents of children enrolled in Curiosity CAMP. 
Responsibilities include purchasing coffee, cups, cream, sugar, 
utensils, setting up, tearing down, and communicating with 
parents the date and time of the Coffee Hour. The purpose of

2 hours  
Remote / In Person 
*2 positions available 

 
This volunteer is responsible for coordinating one Parent Social 
Event each semester. Responsibilities include choosing the date, 
time, and location of the event, and communicating all necessary 
information to CCAMP parents.  

 
Christmas Performance 
Set-up/Tear-Down 
4 hours  
Remote / In Person 
*3 positions available 

 
These volunteers will communicate with each other to organize 
and set up decorations, purchase paper goods, make hot cocoa 
and apple cider and provide some small snacks to go with our 
CCAMP baked goods. They will arrive at 5pm for set up, 
5:30-6:30 is performance, then after social time, the Cafe will 
need to be cleaned up again.  
 

Valentine’s Day Party 
2 hours  
Remote / In Person 
*2 positions available 

These volunteers will communicate with each other to organize 
and set up the lunchroom with festive decorations, lead one 
game for all students (bingo etc.) and provide some small 
snacks/treats to accompany their lunches brought from home. 
You will also be responsible for tearing down at the end of lunch.

*4 Positions available 

This volunteer will communicate with teachers two weeks before 
the start of the new quarter to get a blurb and pictures recapping 
the previous quarter and looking on to new topics for the future 
quarter.

Remote / In Person 
*2 positions available 

This volunteer will decide on a summer hang out location and 
communicate with CCAMP members on location and time. This 
could be an all family event to include dads, or just a daytime 
event. Positions available for July and August.  

 
 
Volunteer Requirements per year per student: 
 
3-4 Year Olds​
Half day - 9 hours​
Full day - 16 hours 

5+ Year Olds​
9 hours 

*Volunteer hours are per child. If you have a 3 year old and a 6 year old enrolled in full 
day, your hours would be 16 + 9 = 25 hours for the year.​
​
If parents choose not to volunteer, they may "pay out" volunteer hours at $17/hr.​
​
If parents would like a reduced tuition, they may request to volunteer more, reducing 
their cost by $17/hr.​
