Course Description

Biblical Foundations is a class designed to help students develop a foundational knowledge
of the Bible, learn basic methods for understanding the Bible, and how to read the Bible for
life-long impact. The class will guide students to discover the “Crimson Thread” that runs
through every book in the Bible pointing to the truth of Jesus as Messiah, Redeemer, Savior
and Lord. In addition the class will teach methods of study, use of outside resources to better
understand Scripture and various ways to practice hiding His Word in our hearts. The goal of
this class is to help students establish a love for God’s word and a broad foundation of
general understanding that enables future learning to build off of a solid base of knowledge
and study skills.



Course Requirements or Prerequisites

There are no prerequisites for this class.

Students will be required to read the Bible daily, develop study notes from various texts
and books and to read additional books used in the class. The class will involve
discussion in class, reflection papers covering various sections of Scripture and discovery
of tools for reading, studying and understanding the Bible.

Student Responsibilities

Students will be expected to participate in class discussions, develop a daily reading
schedule and engage in implementing methods discussed in class. As a Bible class
students will be expected to have their Bible in class and use it outside of class for
reading and study.

Tests and Grades

Grades in the class will be based on quizzes, mid-term and final exam each semester,
reflection papers and one extended paper or project. In addition there will be a
participation grade for mid-term and end of each semester.
