	Course Description: Introduction to literary analysis and the analytical essay with instruction in annotation, literary devices, and writing style. Students will respond to specific prompts after analyzing a variety of short stories and poems. Students will develop writing skills using material from Windows to the World and teacher-developed material. A variety of short stories and poems will be used for annotation, literary analysis, and writing assignments. Writing assignments will include pre-writing exercises and requirements to revise and edit.    
Students will learn to recognize literary and poetic elements, read carefully and annotate short stories and poetry, create and defend original thesis statements, respond to teacher, parent, and peer feedback with revision and proofreading, and recognize different world views, literary movements, and authors. A culminating project will be creating a historical fiction short story.

Assignments for pre-planned excused absences should be requested beforehand from the teacher. All completed assignments should be posted in Google Classroom and brought to class.

Literary Analysis is an honors course at BHC requiring in-depth and critical thinking.
	Course Requirements: Literary analysis requires that students read with insight, communicate their ideas with clarity, conciseness, and creativity, use a thesaurus for personal vocabulary development, employ the writing process - brainstorming, outlining, drafting, revision, proofreading, editing- and focus on vocabulary development and style elements. Students should be reading, comprehending, and using grammar on a high school grade level. There is an expectation for students to take responsibility for their own education demonstrated by a strong work ethic and teachable spirit. Students should be competent in basic essay composition.
