	Course Description: Literature and Composition 1 is a language arts course designed to help students learn the steps of the writing process by practicing compositions that are descriptive, informative, and narrative, which will prepare them for academic writing in the coming years. Using WriteShop I and various writing resources, students complete writing assignments using planning worksheets, skill builders, and various drafts with corresponding editorial checklists. Through the year, they incrementally progress from writing basic paragraphs to three-paragraph essays to prepare for multidisciplinary writing in the coming years. Students continually review the rules of English grammar and apply them to all of their writing endeavors. 

Students also study quality literature, engaging in class discussions that introduce literary terms and apply the authors' themes to the world around them. Students will read and analyze 2 novels, as well as short stories, informational articles, and poetry.

There is an expectation for students to take responsibility for their own education by staying organized, being prepared, meeting deadlines, and demonstrating a strong work ethic. They must also pass the Literature + Composition 1 placement test.
