	Course Description: Literature + Composition 2 is a language arts course designed to help students practice the steps of the writing process through assignments involving descriptive narration, point of view, research, rhetoric, argument, persuasion, outlining, and essays. Using a variety of teacher created sources, students complete compositions, including planning worksheets, skill builders, and various drafts with corresponding editorial checklists. 

Students also study quality literature, engaging in class discussions that introduce literary terms and apply the authors'ﰯ themes to the world around them. They continually review the rules of English grammar and apply that knowledge to all of their writing endeavors. Students will read and analyze 2 novels, as well as short stories, informational articles, and poetry.
*This class can count as a high school credit for 9th grade and above.

	Additional Information: 
	Course Requirements: Students should have a comprehensive understanding of basic grammatical concepts: identifying nouns, verbs, adjectives, adverbs, and prepositional phrases; sentence types: simple, compound, complex; applying the rules of capitalization, punctuation, commas, quotation marks in dialogue and citing sources.

Students should be able to follow the writing process, and write organized paragraphs with a clear ﰰtopic sentence, supportting details, logical flow, with basic sentence variations. They should also be proficient in the basic essay structure: introduction, body paragraphs, and conclusion, as well as citing sources using MLA format.

Completion of Literature + Composition 1 is preferred; if not, students must take the placement test.

There is an expectation for students to take responsibility for their own education by staying organized, being prepared, making deadlines, and demonstrating a strong work ethic.
