Course Description

Research Writing and Logical Arguments is designed to demystify and simplify academic
writing. This class will cover the research process from the pre-writing stage to the final draft
stage. Students will plan and develop research papers of different lengths and topics,
practicing and mastering each step. By the end of the course, students will be able to plan,
develop, draft, and revise research papers utilizing both APA and MLA styles. This course will
also cover using logic and rhetorical devices to develop ideas and arguments.

This class is geared toward the motivated student looking to develop his/her academic writing
skills and prepare for independent writing at the college level.

Students should have the comprehensive understanding of grammar, sentence and
paragraph structure, and the writing process.
