Course Description

This year, we will be exploring the ancient world, from creation to the fall of Rome, using the
Tapestry of Grace curriculum as our guide through these fascinating times. Tapestry of Grace
is an award-winning homeschool curriculum, providing a plan of study that helps parents
provide a Christian, classical education using a guided unit study approach, with the history
of the world as the core organizational theme. All students cycle through world history every
four years, with all ages studying the same slice of history, each at his/her own learning level.
In Year 1, we will dig deeply into the history and culture of ancient Egypt, Israel, Indus Valley,
China, America, Greece, Babylon, Mede, Persia, and Rome. Reading and discussing great
literature (optional) along with our historical studies will enrich our understanding of those
times. Geography will also be integrated into our course to enhance our studies.
