	Course Description: Government (fall semester): Survey of American Government and its origins, as well as the landscape of lawmaking and politics. This course offers an opportunity to engage the traditions of Constitutionality as well as current hot-button issues such as the 2026 Congressional elections, Executive power, Judicial review, Legislative processes, and national security.
Students will learn how to organize and evaluate information from current and historical events.

Economics (spring semester: Fundamental economic laws, factors of production, laws of supply and demand, market economies, money supply, governmental economic policy, globalism, budgets, taxes, famous economists (Adam Smith, Menger, Mises, Hayek, others), interest rates, and investing.
Students will learn how to organize and evaluate information from current and historical events, government policy, as well as U.S. and world markets.
