Course Description

This Anatomy and Physiology course for 11th— 12th grade students is aligned with the
Alabama State Course of Study Standards and provides an in-depth study of the structure
and function of the human body. Students explore major body systems, including skeletal,
muscular, nervous, circulatory, respiratory, digestive, and reproductive systems, with an
emphasis on how these systems work together to maintain homeostasis. The course
incorporates scientific inquiry, critical thinking, and application of real-world health and
medical concepts. Hands-on laboratory investigations, models, and data analysis are used
throughout the course to reinforce content knowledge and prepare students for
postsecondary studies and health-related careers.
