Course Description

This course uses the Apologia curriculum to introduce students to core concepts in biology,
including the five-kingdom classification system, cellular structure and reproduction, basic
genetics, and ecology. There is a strong emphasis on scientific vocabulary to help students
build confidence in reading, writing, and communicating scientifically.

The lab component is hands-on and engaging, featuring microscopy, specimen collection and
identification, and supervised dissections. Through guided experiments and graded lab
reports, students will develop a clear understanding of the scientific method. Dissections will
take place during the spring semester.

All laboratory equipment and specimens are included in the course fee.
