Course Description

This high school chemistry course presents the foundational principles of chemistry through a
Christian worldview, using Exploring Creation Through Chemistry, 3rd Edition by Apologia as
the primary text. The course covers all 16 modules, including matter and measurements,
atomic structure, chemical bonding, reactions, acids and bases, and the chemistry of
solutions. Students engage in hands-on activities, laboratory experiments, and
problem-solving while exploring God’s orderly design in creation and developing critical
thinking and scientific inquiry skills.



Course Requirements or Prerequisites

Prerequisite: Successful completion of Algebra | is required prior to enroliment in this
course. High school chemistry involves frequent use of foundational algebraic skills,
including, working with ratios and proportions, interpreting formulas, and performing
multi-step mathematical calculations. Students are expected to apply these skills regularly
throughout the course. Exceptions to this prerequisite may be made with instructor
approval.
