Concessions:

Concessions will be sold at the MI3 center. A large variety of food will be available — baked
potatoes, chicken, red beans and rice, smoothies, breakfast burritos and more.

Facility Courts:

e Home team is responsible for keeping the official scorebook (provided by SCJ). Adults
only. Please do not attempt to keep two books. Take a picture at the end of the game for
your record.




¢ Visiting team is responsible for running the clock.

e A SCJ Volunteer will be available to assist teams as needed.

e GAMES MAY START UP TO 30 MINUTES EARLY. Make sure your players is there
at least 40 minutes before each game.

e Prior to each game, teams should gather in a circle at half court for Scripture reading and
prayer by Home team representative coach, player or parent. SCJ provides the Scripture
for each day (no Bible needed). Scripture sheet is at score table.
