How to Make a Homeschool Mission Statement
Ask yourself the following questions:

1. Why are we home educating our children?  List the reasons.  This will be the core of your Mission Statement.  

2. What are our spiritual goals?  Educational goals? Academic goals?   
What do we want our children to learn, and why?
3. Long term goals and short term goals.

4. What life skills and character do we want our kids to learn?
5. What is our family’s view of success?

6. What are our kids gifts and interest?  How can we cultivate those?
7. What kind of family relationships do we want our kids to take away from our family  environment and instill in their future family?
8. What is the big picture for education for our kids?  
9. What enrichment activities should my children participate in?
10. What are we willing to live without in order to homeschool?
11. What benefits are important to us in homeschooling and what do we hope to accomplish?

Make your list from the questions above and any others that come to your mind.  Begin to put those thoughts together to create your Mission Statement and the details of what you would like your kids to learn and accomplish this year.

Words to start: “we commit to….” As the Lord allows….”, “we acknowledge God’s call…”, “we are dedicated to…”, “our purpose in homeschooling…”, “we believe learning is a ….”, “we believe success is…”,

Goals:

List short term and long term goals for each child:  academic, character, spiritual, and life skills for the upcoming school year.  Pray and ask God to help you to know which key elements He wants you focus on with more detail with your child that year.  Then make short term and long term goals to help them achieve that.
