Courtney Parker is Fusion’s volunteer coordinator. She is point of contact for anyone needing to exchange their volunteer dates or if one has questions about duties.
Our Vision:
Fusion is a secular, inclusive cooperative functioning on the basis that everyone pitches in - in whatever way they can - to provide a safe, fun, educational space for our kids to explore, socialize and thrive in. We aim to create a supportive environment where families partner together to empower, support, and have meaningful connections.
Basic Information:
· Classes are on Monday.
· Class times are from l0:30am-1:15pm
· Church is located: 3529 Dundle Rd., Fayetteville, NC 28306

Co-op Rules:
· Parent Participation is Required. At least one parent/guardian of each enrolled family must actively teach OR assist with an assigned job. 
· Parents may not leave the facility for any reason during co-op hours unless they are taking their children with them or have notified the leadership team and have a waiver form filled out in advance. 
· Be mindful of the noise level in the cafeteria – we hold classes in there many terms, and the kids have a hard time hearing when it’s too loud. There is a specific area for parents to sit in an attempt to reduce the noise. 
· Only children enrolled may attend Monday classes.
· Use of tobacco products (to include vaping), possession of alcohol or any illegal drugs are not permitted on the premises.
· Dress Code is put into place to create a modest, respectful and safe learning environment.
1. Modest: clothing should cover the body adequately
Respectful: Clothing with violent, inappropriate, or offensive messages, logos, or images (such as references to alcohol, drugs, or explicit language) are prohibited.
· Foul language and disrespectfulness will not be tolerated.
· No violence. No student should have a weapon of any sort while attending. Any altercations, verbal or physical, needs to be reported by completing an Incident Report form to the leadership team ASAP.
· No communication of threats will be tolerated, the individual will be required to leave immediately.
· Back doors are to remain locked when not being used.
· Children must always be supervised. Anyone unsupervised should be brought to their parent or teacher. Walk small children to bathrooms and make sure they don't leave a mess. Parents are responsible for any damage to the facility that is caused by a student.
· Special Note: Food Allergies: Since we have children with food allergies, specifically, potentially life-threatening peanut and tree nut allergies. We are a nut free co-op.
· Snacks/lunch can be eaten in the cafeteria area, no food should be in the back classrooms. 
Church Rules
· The sanctuary and church office are off limits.
· Put all rooms back the way they were.
· The church's supplies, snacks and decorations are off limits. 
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Dues
· Payments of $20 for the first child, and $15 each for additional children enrolled.
· Dues need to be paid by or at the orientation meeting. Payments can be made thru PayPal at Paypal.me/Fusionhomeschool or cash to our treasurer.
· Some classes may come with a supplies fee to cover items needed for the course and it will be stated in the class description.
· Please note: There are no refunds for any reason, so please make sure you can commit to the term before registering.
Registration:
		Registration for classes will be done through our website:
https://www.fusionhomeschoolcoop.com/. Use our website to register your family for an account. When sign ups open, you will be able to sign your children up.

Please note that ONLY the families participating in the classes that semester will have full access to everything on the website. The website will be for members only as we will be paying for membership.
Class Procedures:
· Teachers can arrive up to 30 mins early to get ready for classes. Each room will be labeled with class assignments.
· First block class starts at 10:30 and ends at 11:15. There will be a 15-minute break for snacks/play time until classes resume.
· Second block at 11:30 until 12:15. There will be another 15-minute break.
· Third block will start at 12:30 until 1:15.
· If kids have no class during a block, please have them either play at the playground (with an adult) or stay in the cafeteria area, not roaming the halls.
· Preschool class requires flexibility with all activities. Teachers may need assistance in class from parents. 
· The leadership team has discretion upon the ultimate placement of children in specific classes.
· Field Trips will be throughout the co-op year, there will be a variety of activities outside of regular class. ***Events will be posted on Facebook and linked to the website to make payment in advance. 
Absences:
· If you have a planned absence, let us know as soon as possible utilizing the group's class Facebook chats feature, to let leadership and teachers know.
· If you experience an unplanned absence for co-op, you must notify leadership-the earlier the better! Depending on missing teachers we may have to cancel the class for everyone, but we do everything we can to rearrange when we have enough notice.
· If you have three un-notified absences throughout the co-op term, your spot is forfeited.
· If we discover that you are leaving the grounds without notifying us, your spot is forfeited.
Disciplinary Procedures:
These are the steps that will be followed if a student needs correction:
· The teacher will remind the student of the rules and ask the student to correct their behavior.
· The teacher will speak to the student in private and emphasize that another infraction 	result in dismissal from the class.
· The parent will be called to remove the child and the parent will be required to take the child out of the co-op for the rest of the day. A meeting with parent/guardian and teacher will need to be scheduled immediately.
· If a student is consistently disruptive or disrespectful, they will be asked to leave the co-op for the remainder of the year.
· As the Leadership Team we strive to do everything possible to help the parent and child avoid disciplinary dismissal. However, we do reserve the right to refuse membership when other options have been exhausted.

Safety Info:
· We realize that sometimes an illness or emergency prevents you from bringing your child(ren). If that is the case and you want someone else to be responsible for your child during co-op times, we ask that you have the waiver on file and let leadership know so we can help look out. If you do not, your children will not be able to attend without you.
· For safety reasons, there is to be only one door used for entry and exit. (At the kitchen) 
· Please pick up your children at the cafeteria. We cannot release them otherwise.
Lockdown:
· Lockdown procedures are in place to protect students and staff during an emergency, such as an intruder or active threat. These procedures involve:
1. Securing the building. Lock all doors.
2. Move students to a safe location (the cafeteria).
3. Remain calm and avoid making any noise/movement until an "all clear" is given.
4. Account for students and teachers.
5. Call 911. Make sure to follow instructions without question.
Communication Policy:
As with most areas of communication, conflict and disputes may come up. 
· A parent to parent discussion should be the first step. Please respectfully approach the child's guardian with the issue at hand and reach a resolution.
· Let the board know if the issue continues, so it can be documented.
· Mediated discussion will come if a resolution cannot be met. If the problem persists, please schedule a time to discuss with the board and we will work together to get the problem worked out.
